This new initiative is the Member Rebate Program, through which several of the       
countryõs leading manufacturers pay rebates as their way of thanking NJBA members 
for their loyalty. You may be using many of these products already, so by taking       
advantage of this program, you can receive rebates for products youõre already         
purchasing, thereby helping save money and increasing profitability.  

The Member Rebate Program keeps the process simple and paperwork to a minimum. 
When you register, you simply indicate which of the participating manufacturers you 
already use. Then, on a quarterly basis, as you report the number of homes on which 
youõve closed, our program administrator does the work of notifying the                  
manufacturers, collecting rebates on your behalf, and mailing you your quarterly rebate 
check. 

If you register and file your claim before August 28th, you will be eligible for rebates on 
the products you installed in all the new homes or remodeling projects closed or      
finished from January 1 - June 30, 2009. If not, you can still register and start           
accumulating credit for qualifying purchases, moving forward. 

Additional details and the program registration form are included in the attached    
newsletter. In addition, information about the Member Rebate Program will be posted 
on the NJBA website next week.

If you had any homes or projects finished from January 1st - June 30th, please   
complete the Rebate Claim Forms on pages 6 & 7. How to claim: 

1. Fill out the claim forms for each home. This is the easiest way if you only have a 
house or two and the products used in each home differ greatly. 

2. Fill out one form and send in a list of closed homes. This works well if you use 
the same products in each home.  

3. Commit to using certain products in every home. You will need to sign a       
commitment agreement and once completed, you do not have to fill out the forms 
each quarterly but simply send us your closings. Besides being easier, the amount of 
your rebate will increase because of your committed loyalty! Commitment        
agreements are available from our program administrators.

FREQUENTLY  A SKED  Q UESTIONS  

1. How much of a rebate can I expect to receive? - There are 2 different 
ways the rebates are computed. 

        a. Majority of the rebates are based on product plus upgrades 

        b. Rebate is based on quantity of products (i.e. - Progress) 

Because the variables are so complex, we cannot give a specific amount on the claim 
form. If you would like specific rebate amounts, please call or email and we will 
discuss what was used in the home to give you an amount. 

2. The home was completed a few months ago but has yet to close, when 
do I claim? - Once the home is completed, you can file a claim. Under closing 
date, simply put the date the home was finalized. 

3. Do I need receipts? ð No. Because of the volume of claims, receipts would be 
too cumbersome. Claims are sent to the Manufacturerõs National Accounts          
Department who then verifies with their local salespersons. Only Progress Lighting       
requires a copy of your lighting schedule or receipts as we need to know what      
fixtures were used and the quantity. 

 4. Can you help with Front-End Pricing?  - Because our overall volume 
equals that of a Top-5 Builder, we work directly with the National Accounts       
Departments of the Manufacturers. If you are ever interested in switching to one of 
our 28 Manufacturer Brands, simply let us know and we can have a Manufacturer         
salesperson offer their best front-end price. And, of course, you would receive a 
rebate through the Member Rebate Program as well.  

5. Whatõs the catch? - Manufacturers spend big money in marketing and either 

your subcontractor or the local counter/outside salesperson at your supplier is   

making the specifying decision. By offering a rebate, they are directly rewarding you 

for specifying their product and hopefully building loyalty.

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North Woods Cabin Reflects Familyõs Love of Nature, Modern Design 

The challenge was personal when Architect Tom Jones of TRJ Design in Trabuco   
Canyon, CA was asked to design a modern, yet warm and inviting lakefront òcabinó for 
his retired parents. The 3,400 sf home sits on pristine property the family has owned 
since 1969 near Lake Superior in northwestern Wisconsin. 

òI wanted to create a home where they could live year round if they chose with a clean, 
open floor plan and a simple design that always keeps nature at the forefront,ó says 
Jones. òMy parents are fans of modern architecture, but not the sterile style,ó he says. 
òTo add warmth and natural beauty to the plans, we used three key design elementsñ
wood, glass and Eldorado Stone.ó 

A look-out tower is accessed through a winding staircase from the loft which provides a 
360 degree view of the lake and surrounding forest. The tower was added as a tribute 
to Jonesõ great-grandfather who was a lighthouse keeper in the area. Reclaimed wood 
is also used to make custom redwood dining room table and loft table. Jones took 
every opportunity to use recycled and sustainable products whenever possible. Radiant 
floor heating, spray insulation, cedar siding, Eldorado Stone and low-e glass are just 
some of the choices made by Jones to ensure a beautiful, yet eco-friendly space.  

A bowed copper roof was inspired by the iron ore ships of nearby Lake Superior and 
wooden fishing boats found at the local marina. Copper was selected not only because 
of its green patina, but its long-term practicality and low maintenance. The same     
applies to the choice of Eldorado Stone. Being lightweight and easy to install, it        
requires virtually no maintenance and according to Jones, provides the one, solid, 
monolithic piece to the design of the cabin that flows through the entire spaceñinside 
and out. òIt also works as the most functional wall in the cabin by housing the media 
center, the fireplace, stairs to the loft, electrical, plumbing and the HVAC systems,ó 
says Jones. òThere hasnõt been one person who has come to our home who didnõt think 
the stone was real. Itõs a tribute to the authentic look and feel of Eldorado and we     
absolutely love it!ó he says.
